Debi Rogers (performing at 10:30 am & 3:30 pm)

This talented performing artist is a teller of tales, harper, Gaelic singer, and ceili dancer of Scots/Irish
(Celtic) ancestry. She is one of a handful of musicians who play the Gaelic wire-strung harp (clairsearch).
She studies with Master Artists Ann Heymann (Gaelic harp), Daithi Sproule (Gaelic singing) and Maureen
McDonald-Hins (Irish social dance). She has served as an artistic ambassador for North Dakota in
Iceland through an artist’s exchange program of the North Dakota Council on the Arts.

Dick Hensold & Dean Magraw (performing at 12:30 & 2:30 pm)

Dick Hensold is the leading Northumbrian smallpiper in North America. Based in St Paul, MN, Dean
passionately presents the traditional music of Scotland, Cape Breton Island, and Northumberland, as
well as Nordic folk music. He is also an active composer, studio musician and theater musician, and his
solo CD was released in 2007. Composer, arranger, producer, guitarist Dean Magraw has fine-tuned his
“Heavy Meadow” approach to music from years of performing and recording. His first recording, Broken
Silence, came out in 1994 and won the NAIRD award for Best Acoustic Instrumental Album of the Year.
Dean has since produced myriad passionate albums.

Heather & Thistle (performing at 10:00 am)

Started in 1992, Heather & Thistle Pipes and Drums has played to many audiences in the region. Regular
events include area parades, the annual St. Andrew’s Society Banquet, The Police Memorial, Celtic
Festival and many community events and private celebrations. Dan Aird is the Pipe Major for the Band
and Jason Graening is the Drum Sergeant.



McDonald School of Irish & International Dance (performing at 11:00 am)

The McDonald School of Irish and International Dance began teaching Scottish & International Folk
Dance in 1992. Irish Dance has quickly taken over the focus of the school. The McDonald School of Irish
and International Dance has many local, regional and national performances to its credit and embraces
this opportunity to share an aspect of Irish culture that they love.

Mikko & Friends (performing at 12:00 & 3:00 pm)

Mikko Cowdery, Michelle Wencl, Anne O’Flynn, Chuck Wencl, and Doug Tatge make up the Mikko &
Friends Pub Band. Mikko & Friends have been staging Irish and Scottish music shows across the region
for over a decade, and have taken their special brand of Celtic music to audiences in Ireland and the
Celtic communities of Maritime Canada. Their Skilly & Duff band took first place in the Celtic music
competition at the Irish Fair of Minnesota in 2009.

Paddy O’Brien and Erin Hart (performing at 11:30 am & 1:00 pm)

Paddy O’Brien and Erin Hart are an accomplished creative duo, having received accolades from around
the world for their writing and music. Paddy has won international acclaim for his amazing repertoire
and artistry on the two-row button accordion, and in 2013 was named Ireland’s Traditional Composer of
the Year at the Gradam Ceoil Irish Music Awards. Erin’s atmospheric and literary crime novels set in the
bogs of Ireland have won critical praise, earned the Friends of American Writers Award, been shortlisted
for the mystery world’s prestigious Anthony and Agatha and Minnesota Book Awards, and have been
translated into eleven foreign languages.

The Long Nines (performing at 1:00 & 2:00 pm)

Pete, Joel, Alexis and Jeremy Burckhard together form the Irish Folk Band, The Long Nines. Based in
Aberdeen, South Dakota, The Long Nines perform music that is a mix of traditional Irish pub songs with
a pinch of Pouges and Flogging Molly. The Long Nines have been playing together since Pete’s children
and grandchild began exploring music and finally became an official band about 10 years ago
